Purpose of the report

To inform the Environment Committee of the making of the stopping up order,
the objections to the proposals and responses from statutory undertakers and
to seek a decision to request the Secretary of State to confirm the Order.

Recommendation

That the Environment Committee approve that the stopping up order (relating
to part of the public footpath at St James’s Place) is submitted to the Secretary of
State for confirmation.

Information/background

By virtue of Section 257 of the Town & Country Planning Act 1990 a local
planning authority or the Secretary of State may authorise the stopping up of a
public footpath if satisfied that it is necessary to do so in order (inter alia) for
development to be carried out in accordance with a planning permission. The
order will only apply come into effect if confirmed, in the case of an unopposed
order, by the Secretary of State or by the local planning authority where the
order is unopposed or objections are withdrawn.

The order, the subject of this report, was made on the 19 August 2003 by the
Director of Environment acting under delegated powers. The effect of the order
will be to stop up part of the public footpath running north from a point
approximately 18 metres north from the back of the footway of St James’s Street
northwards for approximately 67 metres as shown on the plan attached. The
area of public footpath between St James’s Street and the point 18 meters back
