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Thank you for this and the related e-mails. I'm especially concerned about the
statement by Ms Maria Seale,where at paragraph 4.1 she states that "the impact
a planning application may have on a right of way or access, whether private or
public, is not a material planning consideration and it follows that planning
permission could not have been withheld on grounds of potentially blocking up
of a right of way "

That is incorrect. The relevant government Circular, Circular 2/93, "Public Rights
of Way" published by the Department of the Environment, states in Annex D at
paragraph 2 that

"the Secretaries of State take the view that the effect of
development on a public right of way is a material
consideration in the determination of applications for
planning permission, and ask local planning authorities
to ensure that the effect on the right of way is taken into
account whenever such applications are considered."
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
