The advice we get may be that we should have judicially
reviewed the grant
of planning permission in the first place, and that the inquiry
was not the
right forum for questioning the use of these powers. That will
be annoying
but at least it will mean that we can look out for a similar
case in future
for the purpose of judicially reviewing the grant of planning
permission at
the appropriate stage, with a view to setting legal precedent

'- against this
misuse of the law. Sadly that will be too late to save St
James' Place. On
the other hand it may be that they agree to take Counsel's
Opinion with a
view to challenging the present decision, provided that
Counsel agrees that
it is still possible to challenge the entire principle by this
means, rather
than simply the Inspector's decision. I hope that will be so.

Even if not, at least this case has prepared the ground for us
